 Are enrolled at an eligible post-secondary educational institution as a full-time 
student; 

 Are pursuing studies that lead to a degree or to a certificate or diploma from that 
institution; and 

 Are in financial need and demonstrate merit. 
 
Preference will be given to candidates who wish to pursue and excel in academic pursuits with 
the greatest potential benefit to the welfare and advancement of aboriginal communities and 
causes.

 Conferences / symposiums / workshops 

 Professional Fees / schools 

 Education at non-recognized post-secondary institutions
